MINUTES OF MARCH 18, 2002

ROLL CALL

Mayor John Swedberg called the meeting to order and Clerk Candy Smith called the roll. Those
Alderpersons present were: Alan Bauer, Pam Blickem, Michael Chambon, Andrew Larson, Cheryl Maness,
Pete Paulsen, and Chuck Stowe. Alderperson Janice Tripp was absent.

INVOCATION
Dan Stovall of the Sycamore Baptist Church gave the invocation.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Motion

Alderperson Blickem moved to approve the agenda and Alderperson Paulsen seconded the motion.
Voice Vote

Mayor Swedberg called for a voice vote to approve the motion. All Alderpersons present voted aye. Motion
carried 7 - 0.

AUDIENCE TO VISITORS

Jesus Romero, owner of Taxco Restaurant, expressed concern regarding the $800 fee he paid the City for
police presence last year for the Cinco de Mayo celebration. Mr. Romero explained that his focus for the
event was on family and community. Mr. Romero said that he donates 15% of his gross sales to a non-
profit organization and asked the City to reduce the $800 charge. Administrator Nicklas suggested Mr.
Romero meet with the new Police Chief to discuss the matter. Lieutenant Solar, who was sitting in for
Chief Thomas, said he would meet with Mr. Romero the next morning.

Kent Hoffman, 330 W. Ottawa, expressed concern regarding parked cars on Ottawa street. Mr. Hoffman
said there was a van that was parked on the street and not moved for months at a time that created a
visual hazard. He said that school buses and semis traveled the street and asked if Council would
consider creating a no parking stipulation between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. for the three most
western blocks of Ottawa Street.

Ray Puentes, 803 Meadow Lane, stated that he had witnessed the Council’s 5 to 2 vote for accepting a bid
for the roofing of the Community Center and said he was concerned about the Mayor’s veto. Mr. Puentes
said that the Midwest Museum was a rare and unique opportunity for Sycamore and would generate traffic
and sales revenues as well as educate the public. Mr. Puentes said that the City owned the building and
should take responsibility for its repair. Mr. Puentes asked for cooperation among the Chamber, the
Museum Board, and the Council and Mayor.

Mayor Swedberg welcomed Nicor and thanked Jerry Carter, Director of
Real Estate for Monsanto, Joe Johnson of Nicor, Roger Hopkins of DCEDC and City Administrator Bill
Nicklas for their combined efforts in bringing the facility to Sycamore.

Alderperson Bauer thanked Waste Management for remedying a problem in his ward.

Alderperson Chambon commended the Museum Committee, the Chamber of Commerce, and the
Merchants for a job well done promoting the new Midwest Museum on Saturday, March 16 at the
Community Center.

REPORT OF OFFICERS

Administrator — Bill Nicklas reported that the FY03 Budget Hearings would begin Tuesday, March 19, 2002
at 7:00 P.M. and continue Wednesday, March 20 at 7:00 P.M.

Building & Zoning - Lyle Doty reported that for the last four weeks he had written 33 permits: 9 single-
family detached, 10 attached single-family (5 duplexes), 11 miscellaneous residential, and 2 miscellaneous
commercial.

Treasurer — Ken Mundy reported that the February financials were at the 83% benchmark and most of the
revenue sources were at or above the benchmark with state income tax, replacement tax, and permits
trailing. Treasurer Mundy said that the disbursements were well under the benchmark with the exception of
capital expenses. Mr. Mundy stated that the Fire and Police Pensions should see gains in equity by the
end of April. Mr. Mundy also reported that a grant team visited the exhibit at the Schelkopf farm and were
favorably impressed.

A. Consideration of the Mayor’s Veto of the Council’s Motion to Approve Contractor Bids
for the Sycamore Community Center Roof Replacement Project.

Mayor Swedberg asked Attorney Smith to give a summary of applicable law. Attorney Smith read from the
State Statutes that the ordinance returned to the City Council by the Mayor shall be reconsidered at the
next Council meeting following the Council meeting at which the City Council received the written objection.
Attorney Smith said that a 2/3 vote of those Aldermen holding office was required to override the veto.

Alderperson Maness said that she felt it was the City’s responsibility to maintain the Community Center.
Ms. Maness said that if the City did not put a roof on the building or give the Museum Board time to raise
the money needed for the building, we would be passing up a great opportunity to house the museum and
add to the history of Sycamore.

Alderperson Larson said that in the one year he has been on Council, they have approved numerous
subdivision bringing thousands of residents to the Community. Mr. Larson said that on the other hand they
had seen little growth on the commercial and industrial side. Alderperson Larson said that he felt the
Museum would create a great opportunity for attracting people to the community and said that it should be
supported.
