REPORT OF OFFICERS

Administrator Bill Nicklas reported that Illinois First Fund money had been
received in the amount of $425,000. These monies will be used for construction
of a new street department facility and salt storage bin. He stated he had
included the money in the budget and expressed appreciation to Senator Brad
Burzynski for his assistance.

Treasurer - Ken Mundy - informed the Council he would be making the end of
year transfers and stated that investments with the Illinois First Funds had
received a Triple AM rating. He further stated that he was preparing an
historical comparison for the prior three fiscal years.

Fire Chief - Gene Ege - informed the Council the Fire Department had received
53 incident calls, 33 of which were EMS related and 28 fire related. In addition,
he reported on recent fires within the City.



Police Chief Roy Garcia - reported on the arson fire that occurred in the 300 block
of East High Street. He commented on the Police Department's year end report
and reminded everyone of the annual Easter EgQg Hunt on Saturday, April 22,
2000 at Sycamore Park.
