NEW BUSINESS
A. Discussion concerning the Provider Used to Administer Psychological Exams


Recording Secretary Tritle explained that Marv Fogel, the psychologist who has 



been administering these exams, was moving to Arizona.  Mr. Fogel stated that he 


would be willing to travel back to Illinois whenever an exam needed to be 



conducted, but he would need to increase his fee from $500/exam to $675/exam.  


Recording Secretary Tritle said that she had discussed this with the City Manager, 


who asked her to find local sources to provide this service.  She called Stanard and 


Associates (used by the City of DeKalb), I/O Solutions (the current provider of the entry-


level written exams for Sycamore’s Police and Fire candidates) and Dr. Joseph Vaughn, 


(used by NIU). 
Each of these candidates charge less than $500 per exam, but would 


increase their fee if the Commission required them to come to Sycamore to administer the 

exam.  The consensus of the Commissioners was to explore using I/O Solution for this 


service; since we already use them for our written exams, they may be willing to give us 


a package deal if we use them to conduct the psychological exams as well.  Recording 


Secretary Tritle said that she would ask a representative from the company to attend the 


April meeting of the Commissioners to present their product.
B. Discussion with Legal Counsel Concerning Disciplinary Issue


Attorney Waller advised the Commissioners that this discussion should take place in 


closed session, since it involved a personnel issue.
